No copies or faxes are ac-
cepted by City Hall, and 
please do not mail these to 
the city; they will get lost.  If 
you have missed the special 
events meeting, call your 
alderman to get the packet.  
Ask your Alderman to 
sign a letter requested 
the fees be waived for 
your event to help defray 
costs.
